4. Denbighshire Commuted Sum Funding of £11,370.00 to improve open spaces – Application to provide outdoor play equipment on the school field.
It was understood that the next round of bids in respect of the above funding would start early in the new year.
The Chair reported that he would contact Fran Williams at Denbighshire to obtain more information on completing the appropriate application forms and on the possible need for more than one quotation.
5. Plaque at Hendrerwydd to mark the location and transfer of Hendrerwydd Uchaf                                     (16th century farmhouse) to St Fagans Museum, Cardiff – 
Cllr Ian Jones reported that work on installing the plaque at Hendrerwydd had been completed and that everything was now in place. Cllr Iona Pierce reported that she had received an invoice from Vale Crafts for £50.00 in respect of a wooden plinth which was required to fit the plaque onto the wooden pillar.
Both Cllrs Ian Jones and Iona Pierce were thanked for all their work in arranging and installing the plaque at Hendrerwydd.
Given the historical importance of the site, it was agreed that information regarding the plaque be circulated locally and on social media.
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7. Highway matters –                                                                                                                                           (a) Poor condition of the roads – it was reported that confirmation had been received that resurfacing work was to be carried out on the road from Hendrerwydd to Cyffion with the road being closed to traffic from 8th – 16th December 2025.
This news was welcomed by members. However, it was agreed that the Community Council should continue to press for urgent resurfacing work to be carried out at the following locations:-                                                                                                                                                                         i. Hwylfa Fain (Llanychan to Llangynhafal road) particularly at the top end near to Dedwyddfa, Llangynhafal. 
ii. The Gables to Hendrerwydd.
iii. The double bend at Bryn Onnen, Llangynhafal (on the road from Gellifor Farm towards Llangynhafal).
In addition, it was agreed that potholes in the road from the crossroads down to Rhewl and in the road near to Plas Coch, Llanychan be reported to Highways for attention.
(b) Overgrown Hedges – it was reported that concern had been expressed regarding overgrown hedges on the road leading to Siglen Isaf, Llangynhafal. It was agreed that this matter be referred to Highways for attention.
(c) Roadside surface water drains – mention was again made to the need to ensure that roadside surface water drains were cleaned and emptied to prevent flooding during the winter months. It was agreed to continue to press Highways for appropriate action to be taken regarding this matter.  
(d) Pavements in and around Gellifor – it was reported that complaints had been received regarding moss on the pavements which made it dangerous for pedestrians. It was agreed that this be reported to Highways for action.

Matters from the April Open Meeting – Support for Older Residents – Cllr Kevin Shenton reported that, in accordance with the action agreed at the Open Meeting, he had arranged for a survey of resident’s requirements relating to IT training and mobile banking to be carried out. The results of the survey had been disappointing with very little interest being shown in IT training or mobile banking.
During an ensuing discussion regarding mobile banking, reference was made to the new post office at Llandyrog which, for non-motorists, could easily be accessed via the current bus service which stopped outside the post office. 
After a full debate when Cllr Kevin Shenton was thanked for his work, it was agreed:                                (i) that the results of the survey be noted but, in view of the findings, no further action be taken at the present time.                                                                                                                                  (ii) that residents be reminded of the services available at Llandyrnog Post Office relating to banking arrangements.                       
10. Golden Lion, Llangynhafal – the Chair reported on the current situation regarding the closure of the Golden Lion, Llangynhafal. He stated that, in the main, the situation remained the same as had been reported at the last meeting. Clarity was being sought regarding County Planning matters including permitted activities and change of use regulations. This was being looked into by individuals within the community, who were anxious not to loose a historical and valuable community facility and by the Chair, acting on behalf of the Community Council, who was in the process of contacting the Planning Department to seek their guidance on current regulations governing public houses. 
In view of the action currently being taken by individuals and by the Chair it was agreed that the situation be noted and that a further report be submitted to the next meeting.
11. Footpaths – Path 9/3 Gellifor Farm to Llangynhafal Church                                                                      Members were informed that it was no longer possible to use the final section of path 9/3 which joined the road leading to Llangynhafal Church due to the very steep drop from the field to the roadway. This small section of the path had not been used for many years with walkers being able to access Church Road by walking a short distance along top road to Cyffion. 
In view of the above, it was agreed that Highways be requested to investigate the closure of this section of path 9/3.
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13. Future projects – following the talk given by Fran Williams, Denbighshire Community Development Officer, at the last meeting, it was agreed that this matter be looked into further in the new year but that in the meantime enquiries be made as to whether obtaining land on lease arrangements qualified for grant aid. 
14. FINANCIAL MATTERS – (a) Current Financial Balance – members noted that the Council’s bank balance at 01.11.2025 stood at £6,309.31. After allowing for unpresented cheques the balance stood at £5,778.95

(c) Community Council Budget and Precept 2026/2027 – consideration was given to the Council’s budget requirements and precept for 2026/2027. From the submitted report members noted that, for the current financial year, it was estimated that the Council would have a closing balance on 31.03.2026 of £4,858.00 carrying forward to next year.
Draft budget requirements for 2026/2027 had been prepared and were outlined in the submitted report. The draft budget amounted to £7,707.00 which, in the main, replicated the current years provision. This figure was made up of (i) general running costs and committed expenditure of £4,957.00 and (ii) a sum of £2,750.00 for community projects.
Following a full discussion, it was proposed that a precept of £6,000.00 be raised which, when added to the estimated carry forward figure of £4,858.00, would give the Council a total income base for 2026/2027 of £10,858.00 to cover the proposed expenditure of £7,707.00. This would leave the Council with a surplus of £3,151.00 at 31.03.2027 to cover possible overspends particularly in areas such as community projects.
Resolved – that the draft budget for 2026/2027 be approved and that the Community Council precepts upon Denbighshire County Council, being the billing Authority, the sum of £6,000.00 for 2026/2027.
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(a) One Voice Wales/Planning Aid Wales – The monthly Newsletter together with details of training events were submitted and noted. 
(b) Proposed New North East Wales (Glyndwr) National Park – the latest position regarding consultation events was noted.
16. ITEMS FOR FUTURE MEETINGS – (i) Gellifor School Report – the Chair stated that he would contact the Headteacher regarding attending a future meeting to give a report on the School’s achievements and activities.  (ii) North Wales Police Report - Cllr Iona Pierce stated that she would make enquiries regarding the possibility of a police representative attending a future meeting to give a report on police matters in the area.
