3. MINUTES – The minutes of the meeting of the Community Council held on                                    25th March 2026 were submitted and confirmed as a correct record. 
 MATTERS FROM THE MINUTES
4. Denbighshire Commuted Sum Funding of £12,529.00 to improve open spaces – Application to provide outdoor play equipment on the school field at Gellifor.
Further to the details provided at the last meeting, the Chair reported that the Community Council’s application had been submitted to Denbighshire before the April deadline and that confirmation had been received that they had received the documents. Denbighshire would now start on the work of assessing all submissions and would be contacting applicants in due course to inform them of the outcome.
Resolved – that Cllr Andy Mitchelmore be thanked again for all his work in preparing the documents for submission to Denbighshire. 
5. Highway matters –                                                                                                                                           (a) Poor condition of the roads – it was reported that some of the potholes previously referred to Highways had now been filled but many roads remained in poor condition. In particular, it was agreed that the very poor condition of the road from the Golden Lion towards Fforddlas be referred to Highways for urgent attention.
(b) Mountain Roads beyond Siglen Uchaf towards Moel Arthur and the road beyond Llangynhafal Church towards Cilcain. – at the last meeting, members had been surprised to learn that the mountain road beyond Siglen Uchaf, which was in good condition, had recently been stoned when the mountain road beyond Llangynhafal Church, which the Community Council had asked to be stoned because of its poor condition, had not received any attention at all. 
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They stated that, in addition, the funding available would not have been sufficient to cover the estimated costs required to repair the old road above Llangynhafal within the given timescale. It was accepted that the old road fell under the responsibility of Highways to maintain and the matter had been referred to the appropriate section for attention.
6. New Lease for the Community Centre – the Clerk reported that he had been in touch with the Legal Department at Denbighshire to submit possible dates for a meeting to discuss the new lease. As yet, a reply had not been received.
7. Golden Lion, Llangynhafal – it was reported that a reply had now been received from the Head of Planning at Denbighshire regarding the Community Council’s request for a review of the planning inspector’s report to be carried out.
In reply, the Planning Officer stated that the Department continued to monitor the situation and had issued a notice requesting the owners to complete a questionnaire with specific questions relating to the current situation at the property. Once received, officers would take action to further review the Department’s assessment of the situation.
8. Footpaths – (i) Path 9/3 Gellifor Farm to Llangynhafal Church – members were again reminded that Highways had agreed to inspect the above path to determine what action could be taken to address (i) access problems to and from Church Road, below Llangynhafal Church and (ii) whether a kissing gate could be installed in the field above Gellifor Farm.
It was understood that, as yet, no action had been taken by Highways regarding improvements to the path and it was agreed that they be contacted again to determine the present position.
(ii) Paths 4/2 and 4/3 Pen Stryt, Gellifor to Llanychan – as reported previously, a letter had been sent to Highways expressing concern regarding the poor condition and narrowness of the path at the Llanychan end due to a fence having been erected alongside the path.
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(iii) Path 7/1 Plas Draw to Ty’n y Caeau and Hwylfa Llwyn – it was reported that walkers using this path found it difficult to identify the exact route in the area around Ty’n y Caeau when walking across from Plas Draw to Gellifor via Hwylfa Llwyn. A request had been made for better signage to be provided and it was agreed that this matter be referred to the Rights of Way Department at Denbighshire.

 9. Power Supply for Christmas Tree at Hendrerwydd – as reported at the last meeting, the Street Lighting Department had agreed to carry out investigations into this matter and a reply was awaited.
10. Kiosk/Defibrillator lighting at Hendrerwydd – Cllr Ian Jones had agreed to make arrangements for the lighting in the Kiosk to be repaired and this work was in hand.
11. New Notice Board – in accordance with the action agreed at the last meeting, Cllr Iona Pierce reported that an order had been placed for the new notice board and delivery was awaited.
12. Community Garden – (i) Green Bins - it was understood that, although 2 bins, paid for by the Community Council, had been delivered by Denbighshire’s Trade Waste Service to the garden last year, the bins had never been emptied. 
On being told of this situation, the Clerk stated that he had contacted the Trade Waste Service who, in reply, stated that the bins had not been presented for emptying. This information was passed to the volunteers who informed the Clerk that this was not the case as the bins had been filled immediately they were received and left outside the bungalows on the Maes Hafal estate for emptying.
The Clerk reported that he had written again to the Trade Waste Service to inform them of the fact that the bins had been presented for emptying but as yet a reply had not been received. It was agreed that the matter be kept under review.
(ii) Water Tank - In addition to the above, it was understood that the community garden volunteers were finding it difficult to fill the water tank situated in the garden. Cllr David Taylor agreed to look into this matter with a view to transporting water to fill the tank.
